Several months ago, a parishioner brought to my attention 
that the statement detailing her contributions to the CCSB 
Parish for 2008 was not accurate. There were concerns 
raised that the parish had not received nor was there a 
recording of her donations though she used parish 
envelopes. The parishioner’s contributions had been made 
by cash, making it difficult to trace her donations. This 
matter resulted in our Parish Finance Council calling for a 
review of our offertory collection process as well as some 
testing of the data entry procedures used for recording 
contributions to the parish. 

Following a thorough review of the matter (which involved 
the resources of the Archdiocesan Parish Financial Services), 
it was determined that our procedures for handling 
offertory collections are consistent with the best practices 
in the area and that the internal controls we maintain 
adhere to the procedures recommended by the Archdiocese. 
In addition, parish procedures showed extreme accuracy in 
recording donations. The best that could be determined in 
this matter was that it was an isolated incident. 

While it is regrettable that no definitive determination 
could be made as to what may have occurred, please know 
that every effort continues to be made to monitor and 
properly record contributions to the parish. I remain 
grateful to all who support CCSB Parish through their 
financial means. Should you ever have questions or 
concerns about your parish donations, please feel free to 
bring them forward.
