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News of the death of Deacon Dan’s 29-year-old son, Christopher,
was received too late to have it included in last weekend’s parish bulletin. 
When the announcement of Chris’ death was made at last Sunday’s 
Masses, many expressed their sadness and asked that word be carried to 
Deacon Dan and his family expressing their sympathy and prayers. 

Since the reoccurrence of Chris’ melanoma cancer this past summer, these 
past months have been a most difficult time for the Nelson Family. In 
conversations I have had with Deacon Dan over these past weeks – and, in 
particular, since the day of his son’s passing – Deacon Dan has been quick 
to note the strength and peace that he and his family have received when 
they reflect on the prayers and concern expressed by members of our CCSB 
Parish community. Deacon Dan, his wife Nancy, their sons Peter, Matthew, 
and David, and daughter Kathleen are most grateful to all who, in their 
prayers, have supported them in their faith that their son and brother 
Chris now rests in God’s merciful and eternal care. 

In recent days a donation was sent in our parish’s name in memory of 
Chris Nelson to the Melanoma Research Foundation in Hillsborough, 
NJ. In response to the request of several parishioners, consideration will 
be given to a parish memorial for Chris that will respect the wishes of 
Deacon Dan and his family. 

OurReligious Education classes are up-and-running for another year. 
We are deeply grateful to the many catechists and assistants who 
have volunteered to offer the children of our parish the opportunity to 
grow in understanding of their Catholic faith. 

One very excited group of students in our program involves those 
preparing to receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation and Holy 
Eucharist for the first time. Information about being a Prayer Partner
for one of these children will be found elsewhere in this bulletin. In that 
these children are preparing for their First Communion next spring, we 
have encouraged them to come forward in the communion procession to 
receive a blessing from the priest or communion minister. We hope this 
practice will help them to be better prepared when it comes time for them 
to receive the Holy Eucharist for the first time. 

I would also suggest that anyone who – for whatever reason – is not able 
to receive the Eucharist might consider coming forward for a blessing in 
the communion line. Simply cross your hands across your chest, 
bow your head slightly, and the priest or communion minister 
will extend his or her hand in blessing over you.

In closing, here’s a little reflection that was passed on to me by Maureen 
Connell, our parish’s Religious Education Director. It fits in well with the 
season. Hope you enjoy it… 

From one pumpkin to another:  A woman was asked by a coworker, 
“What is it like to be a Christian?” The woman replied, “It’s like being a 
pumpkin. God picks you from the patch, brings you in, and washes all the 
dirt off of you. Then He cuts off the top and scoops out all the yucky stuff. 
He removes the seeds of doubt, hate, and greed. Then He carves you a 
new smiling face and puts His light inside of you to shine for the entire 
world to see.” May the Light of Jesus Shine through you this Halloween!
