May we welcome the 
Prince of Peace into our hearts and homes by being instruments of His 
peace particularly to those whom we encounter each and every day. 
 
In making plans for Christmas Mass, may I encourage you to !take 
time" and plan on arriving at least 15 to 20 minutes before 
Mass is to begin. This is not only to $beat the crowds# and insure that 
you have a seat in church, but also to have a moment to offer a special 
prayer as you join with fellow believers in celebrating the birth of our Lord 
and Savior.
