I do hope, however, that the joy we were able to observe and share these 
past days will remain in our hearts now and throughout the New Year 
ahead. One way to do just that would be to embrace a faith-based 
habit or practice that makes a difference in someone else!s life. Here!s 
a couple that you might want to consider$ 
 
· Remember the hungry. Our parish has consistently done a fine job in 
reaching out to the needy in our midst. In particular, seasonal food and 
clothing drives have met with tremendous response, even during most 
recent times when the economy has not been all that great. However, the 
poor are with us always. Our friends at Bristol Lodge in Waltham 
tell us that there has been a 35% increase in requests for food items. 
 
When you go shopping each week, make it a practice to pick up a 
non-perishable food item that you can bring to church and 
donate to Bristol Lodge. Items can be left in Father Moore Hall (St. 
Bernard!s Church) or in the Gathering Area of Corpus Christi Church. We 
have a crew of volunteers that delivers donated items to Bristol Lodge 
each week. Your food donation, no matter its size, will make a big 
difference to someone in need. 
 
% !Adopt" a priest. We are just about half-way through the special Year 
for Priests that Pope Benedict initiated under the patronage of St. 
John Vianney, the Curé of Ars. This year has meant a great deal to us 
priests, particularly given the difficulties that have rocked the Church and 
the priesthood over the past decade. Yet, it has been encouraging to hear 
from so many people who have assured us priests of their respect and 
have pledged their prayers in support of our ministry. 
 
Many people have spiritually adopted a priest for whom they offer a 
daily prayer (refer to the announcement elsewhere in this weekend!s 
bulletin about the Adopt a Priest Apostolate). I was very moved a 
couple of months ago when I received a note from a woman in the Western 
part of Massachusetts who told me I was her &adopted priest! and that she 
was praying for me each and every day. What made her action even more 
special was the fact that she is the cousin to Father Dan Kennedy, a 
young man who only served for eight months as a priest before he died in 
January 2008 at the age of 34 of a massive heart attack. 
 
We have the ability to keep alive the spirit of Christmas now and always. 
Make a faith-based practice one of your resolutions and you can 
confidently greet each day with #Merry Christmas$&
