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LENT AND SACRED SILENCE 
 

This week (Ash Wednesday, February 17) marks the beginning 
of our 2010 Lenten journey – a journey that will culminate with the 
celebration of Holy Week and the Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ at 
Easter. On this Lenten journey, each of us will find his or her unique way to 
deepen the understanding and experience of Christ in our lives. 
 
For many, Lent provides an opportunity to strengthen our bond 
with Jesus Christ, particularly through the disciplines of prayer, 
almsgiving and fasting. Lenten activities for some will include 
attending daily Mass, volunteering time at a local soup kitchen, allocating 
extra moments each day for prayer, participating in the parish’s ARISE 
program and/or contributing time or money to groups in need. There are 
many ways in which we can enrich our lives and our relationship with 
Christ. 
 
The CCSB Worship Commission has reflected on how to assist 
parishioners in this solemn journey through Lent. In addition to the 
changes at Mass for which we are familiar (the use of the penitential color 
of purple, the absence of the Alleluia, etc.), we invite all in our community 
to embrace a practice of SACRED SILENCE to begin our Sunday Lenten 
Masses. This ‘Sacred Silence’ arose out of a desire to create an atmosphere 
of reverence and solitude. In making use of this period of silence, we hope 
that parishioners will take the opportunity to arrive earlier at Mass and 
prepare themselves during the period of silence to commune with Jesus 
and connect with other parishioners as the Body of Christ. 
 
To support this effort, the Worship Commission has arranged for 
our weekly parish Bulletin to be distributed at the end of Mass, 
a practice observed in many parishes. In this way, the Bulletin will not act 
as a distraction but serve as an aid to our going forth from Mass to spread 
the good news that we have heard in God’s Word and celebrated in 
sacrament at the altar, and to promote the many ways in which we can 
participate in daily, weekly, and special activities and services occurring 
around our parish and beyond. 
 
Consider for a moment, if you were to visit someone’s home, would you sit 
and read a magazine or would you engage in a conversation with that 
person? When we come to Mass, we are in God’s house. Let us use the 
quiet time before Mass to talk to God; tell God our concerns, ask God to 
guide us throughout the coming week; and, thank God for all He has given 
us. Spend some time focusing on the Tabernacle, where the consecrated 
host, the Body of Christ, dwells. Look at the Crucifix. Acknowledge Christ’s 
suffering for our sake. Let us prepare ourselves to receive God’s special 
gifts of His Word (as presented in the scriptures and the Homily), and His 
most precious gift of all – His Body and Precious Blood in the consecrated 
Bread and Wine. 
 
It is hoped that all will take advantage of this opportunity to observe a 
period of SACRED SILENCE and that our 2010 Lenten Season will be a 
blessed and fulfilling time of grace for us all.
